the period 20162020. This annual plan is based on camity development fund resources: CDBG,
HOME and ESG funds expected to be available in FY 2019. The anticipated goals are based on the
availability of other sources of funding projected to be available during this time period to leverage the
federal commuity development fund resources.

The requisite information presented in the Action Plaadsording to the final rule established by the
Department of Housing and Urban Development at 24 CFR 91, Consolidated Submission for Community
Planning and DevelopméRrograms. Through the Master Plan and other planning processes, the city
continues to solicit input from the community, particularly promoting participation from low and
moderate income citizens on community needs. The City of Lansing has collaboaatnerhips with
variousCity of Lansing departmentsState offices, TriCounty Regional Planning Commission (TCRPC)),
Michigan State Housing Development Authority (MSHDA), Ingham County Land Bank, Capital Region
Housing Collaborative (CRHC) formerly @reater Lansing Homeless Resolution Network or the
Continuum of Care (CoQ)ansing Housing Commission, adjacent municipalities and other community
groups and organizations to provide a regional approach to integrate housing, land use, economic and
workforce development, transportation and infrastructure development in a comprehensive and
inclusive manner.

It should be noted that th€ity of Lansing has made several amendments to its Action Plan:

Minor amendment to its Annual Action Plan 2016 resultmgmending its Consolidated Plan 2016
2020. The amendment reflectedminor adjustment within the CDBG activities but no change in the
overall amount of the CDBG funding allocations. More specificallgheges includingeducing
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funding inEconomic Dexlopmentof $80,000 and Public Services$sb,807 totaling $135,80&hich
was placed intdCDBG Rehab activity.

The City of Lansing made an amendment to the ESG funding allocation which did not impact the overall
ESG allocation. More specifically, $5,00@utreach activities funding was moved to Homeless

Prevention for 20167 and placed in Homeless Prevention. The minor amendment represents 3% of the
ESG entitlement of $167,841.

The City of Lansing made a substantial amendment to its 2018 ActioroRtamréase funding for

acquisition activities for the purpose of eliminating several blighted structures. The City
transferred/reduced the funds allocated for owner occupied rehabilitation activities to allow for the
demolition activitiesThe acquisitioractivity which includes demolition was increased by $249, 000 for a
total budget of $250,000 and the owner occupied rehabilitation activity was decreased by $249, 000 for
a total budget of $1,720,151.

This is an evaluation of past performance that helped lead the grantee to choose its goals or
projects.

In FY 2018, the City of Lansing received $2,006,536 of Community Development Block Grant, $794,822
HOME and $167,605 of ESG (Emergency Solutions GFaet)City of Lansing takes various initiatives to
ensure success in meeting the Action Plan objecavesaddressing community needs.
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The City of Lansing counted several accomplishments during the past fiscal year which included
increased awareness of the CD8Rome rehabilitation programs, which included making homes lead
safe, worked closer with subcipients to address the needs of the low and moderate income

populations and provided several programs and services to address the specific needs of the homeless
and those at risk of homelessness. In FY18 Lansing completed 54 housing rehabilitatioesadliaity

of these activities included partnership with HUD OLHCHH LHRD Funds to remediate lead based paint
hazards.HOME funds were used to provide Down Payment Assistance to assist income eligible
households with home purchase€apital Area HousingaRnership, a local CHDO, completed one ADR
Rehab project to HOME standards and is developing 5 new single family homes. Capital Area Housing
Partnership, continues to operate the HERO Program that includes Home Improvement classes and the
Mobile Tool Libary in CDBG eligible areas, and operate the Tuesday Toolmen program serving elderly
and severely disabled citizens.

Michigan Women forward (MWF) used CDBG funds for Economic Development activities. They provided
microenterprise assistance in the formBfisiness Essentials education courses, an entrepreneurial
summit and a Woman UP and Pitch technical training to demonstrate business plan development and
funding readinessThey also provide access to capital through microloans to eligible City of Lansing
residents.

In regards to the homeless population in the city, the Continuum of Care (CoC), known locally as the

Capital Region Housing Collaborative (CRHC), formerly known as the Greater Lansing Homeless

Resolution Network (GLHRN), is continuous addrgdsimelessness in the general population as well
